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English Curriculum Overview
Creating Confidence, Empowering Excellence, Igniting Independence

	English Curriculum Intent

In Portobello Primary it is our intent to develop English skills in preparation for our children leading lives as successful, valuable and socially responsible citizens.  We have aligned our curriculum for English with the National Curriculum for English for 2014. Our school is a place where everyone is given an education that builds on their strengths and addresses their individual needs to ensure progression. We believe that all children should be able to achieve their full potential academically, socially, emotionally and physically. Through our curriculum, we provide rich purposeful opportunities for reading, writing and discussion. We endeavour for all of our children to be proficient readers, writers, spellers and confident speakers, who can transfer their English skills to all areas of learning in the curriculum and are prepared for a lifelong journey as learners. We embrace the differences in all our children and celebrate their individual successes and achievements. Therefore, we provide bespoke personalised learning where planning is adjusted for individuals or groups of learners and the English curriculum adapted to avoid overloading the working memory and ensure children remember more, can do more, and make progress. 
We are passionate that our environment promotes a love of books and reading where children feel inspired to read. High quality materials, such as quality texts are used to provide quality teaching and learning sequences. Books are given their rightful place throughout the school. Each room has a class library where books are displayed in a variety of ways. In addition, a display of topic books, dictionaries and thesauruses are easily accessible to the children. We are passionate about teaching our children the importance of equality and equity and what forms discrimination can take, believing it is important for children to feel represented within their school community. Therefore, we also dedicate a section of the library to books promoting diversity, which feature a range of diverse characters. These books are frequently used by all classes as a teaching tool or reading for pleasure. We inspire children to take pride in their writing and teach them to write clearly, imaginatively and accurately and adapt their language and style for a range of contexts. We nurture children to be confident in the art of speaking and listening and to use discussion to communicate and further their learning in all areas of the curriculum and express themselves.  
We prioritise the teaching and learning of Phonics and Early Reading and recognise the value of a systematic synthetic phonics programme to teach children letter-sound relationships. From Reception onwards, Phonic and Early Reading sessions are explicitly taught following Little Wandle Letters and Sounds Revised. We follow this scheme’s programme progression with rigour and fidelity. A ‘can do’ attitude towards Phonics and Early Reading is firmly established within our school community. Our outdoor physical environment enables our children to lead happy and healthy lives, therefore it is vital to their all-round development and can be used to develop skills in; fine and gross motor or language which have a direct impact in the progress and standards of reading, writing and speaking skills. Similarly, speaking skills are vitally important for developing and maintaining a healthy mind. As soon as the children enter our setting, we give them the tools, trust and confidence to know they are safe in school and to be able to talk to us about things happening in their lives and how they feel. 
English Curriculum Implementation  

In Portobello Primary we facilitate the best possible outcomes for all our children. We have an inclusive approach when delivering our diverse, broad and balanced curriculum and recognise the needs and strengths of all our individual children. All children will succeed in this curriculum area because of our bespoke approach to their learning requirements. Teachers are trained to use formative assessment accurately within lessons to ensure the provision of targeted support and challenge effectively. Where appropriate, adaptations are made to the curriculum in response to individual or groups of children. In lessons children are supported in a number of appropriate ways until they no longer require the scaffolded support and are then encouraged to progress their independence, to embed skills and fully develop their own potential and to ensure independent excellence is achieved. We ensure we promote, teach and celebrate diversity and equality through the delivery of the curriculum. We recognise the importance of retrieval and the impact that this has on learning for all our children to be able to remember and do more. Therefore, we ensure that sufficient time for high quality retrieval practice is firmly embedded into the teaching sequence. To strengthen their understanding and consolidate knowledge and skills we ask that retrieval practise takes place not just during the lesson but over time. Children actively participate in high quality rehearsal, summarising, analysing or application activities.
We have designed a broad and balanced curriculum which is engaging, innovative and inspirational. We have, of course, had to take into careful consideration how the pandemic has impacted this and have further developed our inclusive approach which recognises the needs and strengths of all our individual children. Our teaching staff are trained and supported to use formative assessment accurately within lessons to ensure the provision of targeted support and challenge effectively. Considerable emphasis is placed upon creating a challenging and stimulating language rich environment and providing our children with a wide range of contexts in which conversational language and vocabulary can be developed. Adults are observed as positive and influential role models to our children, they can be seen to demonstrate and model the correct and varied use of language in many situations, both in and out of the classroom. Children are given lots of opportunities to talk, discuss, ask and answer questions and present to an audience. This includes presentations, discussions, debates, role play and productions. Children are provided with the tools they need to be successful in their writing; for example, grapheme mats, dictionaries, thesauruses and working walls.  Phonic and Early Reading sessions are explicitly taught following Little Wandle Letters and Sounds Revised. (For more information, please refer to our Phonics and Early Reading Policy).  Here our children receive direct teaching in short bursts from staff who are fully trained. There is a consistency of approach, due to complete fidelity to the scheme and pace of learning is maintained. Application of Phonics is applied using fully decodable books. Early identification of children at risk of falling behind is effective and keep-up is immediately prioritised. Our curriculum is organised in such a way to give children the opportunity to apply their phonics and reading skills outside of phonics sessions, to give them crucial practise to embed skills and immerse our children in a language rich environment where stories, songs and rhymes are celebrated. In Year Two and Key Stage Two the teaching of Spelling is enhanced by the ‘No Nonsense Spelling Scheme’. Spelling is discreetly taught three times a week, although children are provided with many opportunities to practice their skills outside of taught sessions. This includes handwriting where common exception words are focused on. We organise the teaching to ensure that children are given the opportunity to practise it, apply it, and revisit it. We constantly strive to give children a variety of spelling activities which are visual, auditory, and engaging. Our aim over time is that children become accomplished, proficient spellers.  In Year Two and Key Stage Two Accelerated Reader (AR) is a reading programme that aims to foster independent reading at home. The internet-based software assesses reading age and suggests books that match children’s needs and interests. Children take computerised quizzes on the books and earn AR points as they progress. Every child is given a book level within a reading range, depending upon their reading ability, and will select a book from within that range. This means that the children will have a variety of books to choose from, books which will be sufficiently challenging but also within their reading ability so they can be understood and enjoyed. Children in Key Stage Two will further develop their reading skills, comprehension, fluency, vocabulary and visual skills using ‘Reading Plus’. This online programme is used several times a week to support and further challenge pupils in developing their reading skills. Children are expected to complete Reading Plus tasks as part of their home learning. 
Children are actively encouraged to partake in Assessment for Learning, discussing and presenting their learning, reflecting on outcomes, identifying successes and misconceptions. We ensure the environment is used to support children to think of themselves as learners and children are taught to be actively involved in their own learning and progress. Our curriculum is organised in such a way to give children the opportunity to apply their reading, writing and discussion skills outside of the discrete taught sessions, to give them crucial practise to embed skills and immerse our learners. Therefore, all environments and displays reflect this. In the EYFS children learn in a language rich environment where stories, songs and rhymes are celebrated. Similarly, through school we aim to provide a classroom environment which promotes a love of books and reading where children feel inspired to read. Working walls are used as a successful way of supporting children in their current learning, enabling them to learn with greater independence and embed their new skills and knowledge. Assessment for learning is evident in a range of strategies across all year groups. Success in learning takes many forms and we recognise for each child, the success is individual and personal. We acknowledge the importance of celebrating learning in the environment. Therefore, displays are used to promote the more recent up to date learning of reading and writing skills across the curriculum. Learning displayed is in line with our expectations and non-negotiable expectations.  We design themed weeks across the curriculum which develop critical thinking skills and allow for deeper lines of enquiry. Additional curriculum opportunities enable children to further their English skills (reading, writing and also speaking and listening) through educational visits and visitors.
English Curriculum Impact
Children are supported until they no longer require the scaffolded support and are then encouraged to develop their independence, to embed skills and fully develop their own potential. Teachers are trained in pedagogical awareness to ensure this support is effectively and promptly withdrawn at the appropriate time to ensure independent excellence is achieved. The impact on our children is clear; by the end of Key Stage Two all of our children have made considerable progress from their starting points in EYFS. They have developed transferrable skills which will be invaluable to them in leading successful lives. Our children leave us at the end of Key Stage Two as fluent readers who understand that reading is important to gain both information and knowledge, but not only that, they choose to do so for the love, passion and pleasure of picking up a book of their choice.  All genres of writing are familiar to them, and teaching can focus on creativity, writer’s craft, sustained writing and manipulation of grammar and punctuation skills. Speaking is one way for children to be able to express themselves, which is vitally important to lead a happy and healthy life. By the time our children are ready to leave us they are fluent, confident speakers who are able to use a wide range of adventurous and ambitious vocabulary in the correct context and for different purposes. They can maintain concentration and attention when others are speaking and add their own interpretation and build on the contributions of others. Skills taught in the English lesson are transferred into other subjects; this shows consolidation of skills and a deeper understanding. 
Supporting the development of Spiritual Moral Social Cultural Development

Through the teaching of English, we are proud to offer a range of Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural experiences. English supports their spiritual development by exploring creativity, feelings and values as they engage in a wide range of genres and quality texts. Creative writing provides them with the opportunity to reflect on their own beliefs, at times offering the freedom to be creative and experimental, and helps them to discover and establish their own relationship with language We are passionate about moral development by encouraging children to discuss a range of social and moral issues found in the genres of texts they are reading or in their current lives. English lessons promote social development and co-operation. Time is provided for children to learn in groups, pairs, listen to each other and ask questions. Real issues encourage pupils to think about the world outside of school and give opinions on topics that may affect their lives or the lives of others. Group learning is an integral part of our teaching and learning and we nurture our children to support and encourage each other. English supports the cultural development by exposing children to a wide range of spoken and written language and range of cultures. Speaking and listening activities promote the opportunity to share their own experiences and appreciate other pupils’ views and experiences.  In Portobello Primary we have a growth mindset approach firmly embedded in everything we do. Children understand that learning takes place over time and that they are required to make the most of all learning opportunities; mistakes are one part of this.
Oracy in English
In English, oracy is fundamental to developing students’ ability to express themselves, engage with texts, and communicate effectively in a range of contexts. All four strands of oracy—physical, linguistic, cognitive, and social & emotional—will be explicitly taught and embedded throughout the curriculum to support students in becoming confident, articulate, and thoughtful communicators.

Physical: Pupils will develop clear and confident verbal delivery through activities such as reading aloud, performing poetry or drama, and giving presentations. They will practise using tone, pace, volume, and body language to enhance their spoken communication.

Linguistic: Students will be taught to use a rich and varied vocabulary, appropriate grammar, and effective sentence structures to express ideas clearly and persuasively. They will engage in discussions, debates, and storytelling to develop fluency and precision in their language use.

Cognitive: Oracy will support students in developing critical thinking and interpretive skills. They will be encouraged to analyse texts, justify opinions, explore themes, and reflect on language choices through structured talk and collaborative dialogue.

Social & Emotional: Through group discussions, peer feedback, and role-play, students will build empathy, active listening skills, and confidence in expressing their views. They will learn to respect diverse perspectives and communicate with sensitivity and emotional awareness.

Oracy will be embedded throughout the English curriculum, enriching students’ engagement with literature, enhancing their writing, and equipping them with the communication skills essential for academic success and life beyond the classroom.
English Curriculum Assessment and Monitoring

English is monitored by the subject leaders throughout all year groups using a number of strategies including learning outcomes moderations and discussions with teaching staff and children.  Portfolio Governors for English meet with subject leaders and members of the Senior Leadership Team during the academic year to monitor the progress against the School Improvement Plan (SIP) objectives for English. They receive an accurate account of the school's performance and priorities in English including a bi-annual review of the SIP. The subject leaders and Senior Leadership Team lead moderation cycles to develop staff confidence in their ability to accurately assess attainment and progress and use this to target specific groups of children and learning objectives. Moderation of assessment decisions is robust, with teachers justifying their decisions through discussion and with examples of learning as necessary, demonstrating a thorough knowledge of each child. Moderation of writing and reading is also informed by training from Local Authority. We track attainment and progress using Gateshead GAP and PAT, which are updated termly to ensure up to date and accurate assessment of strengths and weaknesses in all areas of learning. Teachers record assessment information taken from both teacher assessments and tests (e.g. Star Reading, Reading Plus, NFER) to inform decisions. This information, along with discussions with teaching staff contribute to an in-depth pedagogical knowledge of each child. This information is then used to plan future support, to groups children for appropriate targeted support in class – for example, additional class teacher or Teaching Assistant support in class or additional intervention programmes in addition to normal class teaching.
